We bag only if the grass is too tall. Our policy is
to cut the clippings as finely as we can (mulch)
and blow them back down into the turf to be
recycled into nutrients for the soil. If we have
to bag, and sometimes we do when the leaves
fall, we haul the bags to our shop and dispose
of them for you. If bagging leaves is not cov-
ered in your contract, or if we charge you for
service on a ìper cutî basis, then we charge you
for actual time it took us to bag the leaves.

What if your
employees break
a sprinkler head?Q.

Some
of the heads are a little too tall, or the soil has
eroded away. And some of these plastic pipes
are old and ridged. Merely stepping on these
heads will break them. The newer systems all
have swing joints on the heads, so that if a
wheel runs over them, it will not break the head
or the line. If we were careless, we will repair it
at our cost. If it is old and worn, we will repair it
for you at a reduced rate.

Today, my hot water heater went out.  I bought a new
one and contracted with a plumber to install it.  The
plumber went into my house without asking and set off
the alarm system.  The owner of the plumbing company
said that if they didn’t go into the house and run the
hot water, then they wouldn’t know if the installation
was complete.  He also told me that if they had to come
back after they finished the installation, there would be
a $74 trip charge plus another $75 to finish the work.
My first thought was, “Is that fair?”

What does that have to do with our lawn business?
Just this:  Sometimes we are called to come back and
do something our crew forgot.  That’s fair.  We do that
without any charge. Other times we are called to come

back and mow a back yard
because the owner forgot to
unlock the gate.  That’s not fair. 
GET A LOCK . . . COMBO, THAT IS.
So what’s the answer? We request that if you are going
to lock your gate, that you use a combination lock on it.
Give us the combination, and we will print it on our
work order for the crew doing the work.  If it’s locked,
and we can’t get in, then we will skip the back yard.
There will not be a reduction in the price, because we
were there and ready to do the work.

If we get called back at a later time, there will be a trip
charge of $20 to cover our rescheduling a crew, and for
the loss of billing time while they were going back to
do something that they would have done the first time.
